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[bookmark: _Toc509469311]ProphetX Installer:
The ProphetX installer is an executable file. Within the installer is a NullSoft installation script and a ProphetX MSI (Microsoft® Installer) file. The script will display a dialog allowing selection of three installation types: Single User Install, All Users Install and Custom Install.
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[bookmark: _Toc509469312]Single User Install
Single User Install will install ProphetX, ProphetX Trader and Prx Add-in to: C:\Users\[user.name]\AppData\Local\Programs\DTN\ProphetX
[bookmark: _Toc509469313]All Users Install (Requires Admin Rights)
All Users Install will install ProphetX, ProphetX Trader and Prx Add-in to:
C:\Program Files\DTN\ProphetX  (on a 32 bit PC)
C:\Program Files (x86)\DTN\ProphetX  (on a 64 bit PC)
[bookmark: _Toc509469314]Custom Install
Custom Install allows selection of the location where ProphetX, ProphetX Trader and Prx Add-in are installed to on the PC.





The script also displays a dialog allowing selection of three components to install: ProphetX, Order Execution (ProphetX Trader) and ProphetX Excel Add-in (Prx Add-in) and.

When the installer is run, the script first uninstalls any old versions of the three components. Next it will run the ProphetX MSI to install ProphetX and Prx Add-in. Finally it will download and run the ProphetX Trader MSI if selected. 
The installer remembers any previously installed pieces and pre-selects them in the component box. If a module was previously selected and the item is deselected, that component will then be uninstalled



[bookmark: _Toc509469315]ProphetX Automatic Updates:
By default, ProphetX checks for new versions each time it is started. If a new version is found, a dialog is presented with options to update or run the current version.  The existing installed components (ProphetX, Prx Add-In and ProphetX Trader) are updated.
Note:
This is only available to Single User and Custom Install; it is not available for All Users Install.
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[bookmark: _Toc509469316]Changing Installed Components
If after initial installation, if changing installed components is desired, the installer can be run directly or the “Change installed components” checkbox in ProphetX Settings can be selected. Having selected this option, the next time ProphetX is started, ProphetX Installer will run, allowing the option to change the installed modules.  This option only works for Release mode of ProphetX Updates, and is only available to Single User and Custom Install; it is not available for All Users Install.
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[bookmark: _Toc509469317]Remote Push Installation:
By using third party MSI Installation Software, ProphetX can be remotely installed on multiple computers without individual user interaction. There are a number of programs available to perform the installation - such as  Microsoft Configuration Manager (SMS). DTN does not recommend any particular program.
[bookmark: _Toc509469318]Terms Defined
· MSI file: a package file that contains installation information and files to be installed.
· MSI Installation Software: 3rd party application software that allow MSI installation files to be configured and push out to your users.
· Target PC: the user’s PC where ProphetX will ultimately be installed.
· My ProphetX Files: this is the folder where the user’s files are located such as their Workbooks, Templates, etc.
· Clean Install: a brand new ProphetX install, i.e. ProphetX has never been installed on the Target PC’s.
[bookmark: _Toc509469319]Important Notes
· Versions of ProphetX older than 3.16 must be uninstalled prior to performing silent install. If this is not done, the PC will end up with two complete versions of ProphetX and, if applicable, two complete versions of Prx Add-in.
· ProphetX 3.16 and higher versions will not run on XP O.S.
· Unless directed elsewhere, ProphetX program files will install ‘per user’to: “C:\Users\[user.name]\AppData\Local\Programs\DTN\ProphetX” 
[bookmark: _Toc509469320]Five requisites for the remote installation
1. MSI Installation Software (software you are using for the silent install)
2. Parameters defining how the remote installation will be performed (i.e. i=install, q=quiet, n=no user interface, etc.) 
3. ProphetX source MSI files:
a. ProphetX.msi: this MSI file contains both the main ProphetX client software and Prx Add-in and must be installed first.
b. CQG Trader MSI file contains the ProphetX Trader program and should ONLY be installed if users need it. Prx 4.2.4 will install “ CQGTActiveX.Dtn.Installation-7.1.111.msi”
4. ProphetX components require certain Microsoft redistributable(s) if they are not currently on the target computers. 
a. Prx Add-in requires:  
- vstor_redist.exe: Microsoft Visual Studio (2010) Tools for Office Runtime
- Microsoft .NET Framework 4 Client Profile and Microsoft .NET Framework 4 Extended
- ProphetX 4.2.4 installs .Net4.5.2 - “NDP452-KB2901907-x86-x64-AllOS-ENU.exe”
b. ProphetX Trader requires:  (these are only needed if ProphetX Trader is installed) Microsfot.NET 3.5 SP1 and Microsoft Visual C++ 2008 Redistributable. NOTE: there have been a few instances where the ProphetX Trader application needed the 2005 redistributable.
- dotnetfx35setup.exe
- vcredist2008_x86.exe
- vcredist_x86.exe: this is the 2005 redistributable and is sometimes needed. You should start without installing this and only add if needed.
5. Windows 7, Windows 8 or Windows 10 target computers that ProphetX will be installed on

[bookmark: _Toc509469321]Download the MSI and MS Redistributable files from our FTP site
1. Go to ftp://dtnftp.dtn.com
2. Login
a. User Name : prophetx
b. Password: technet11!
3. Download the ProphetX.zip file from the “Silent_Installs” Folder
4. It includes the following: 
a. “MSI” folder: contains the two MSI files
b. “ReDist” folder: contains the Microsoft redistributable files 
c. “DLL” folder: contains PrxRtd32 and PrxRtd64 DLLs
d. ProphetX-version.exe: this is a complete ProphetX installation file that can be run on the Target PC
e. ProphetX Install Guide 4.2.4.docx
f. WebSiteFiles.txt
[bookmark: _Toc509469322]The Install Process
1. Configure MSI Installation Software
a. From most third party MSI installation software, you can customize the installation process.  Parameters will usually include items such as: selecting specific Target computers, network segments, IP ranges, Domains, Work Groups, etc.
b. Configuring the System account: Use the System account on the destination PC. This will then use the System account on the target computer/s. (If you don't use The System account, it will ask for specific credentials for a user with admin credentials.) 
c. Reboot: it is not necessary to reboot the target computer(s) after ProphetX has been installed.
d. Redirect: if you have chosen to redirect the location of the ProphetX executables or My ProphetX Files folder, perform this step now as described in the Redirecting Installation section.
2. Run MSI Installation Software
a. The ProphetX MSI must be installed first. Install one MSI at a time (some MSI Installation Software tools may allow you to setup several to run) 
Examples are as follows:
- msiexec.exe /i prophetx.msi /qn inst_prx=1 (install just ProphetX)
- msiexec.exe /i prophetx.msi /qn inst_prx=1 inst_Addin=1 (install ProphetX and Prx Add-in)
b.    Then install the additional ProphetX Trader MSI application to the default location as needed. 
Or redirected as described in the Redirecting Installation section.
Example:
- msiexec.exe /i CQGTActiveX.Dtn.Installation-7.1.111.msi /qn
3. Install the additional Microsoft redistributable files
4. Launch ProphetX on the Target PCs  
a. On a clean install (first time install for a user), the first time a user runs ProphetX, additional installation processes will be completed including moving the user files from the User Install folder to the specific user’s folders. 
b. If a redirect of the My ProphetX Files folder was done, the first time ProphetX is run, this message is displayed, if the folder does not already exist on the Target PC.  The user should answer YES to this prompt.
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[bookmark: _Toc509469323]Redirecting Installation:
[bookmark: _Toc509469324]Redirecting the location of the My ProphetX Files folder (optional)
1. This step is for those environments that need to change (redirect) the default location of the My ProphetX Files folder.  The default location is located under the User’s My Documents folder.
2. To redirect the default location of the My ProphetX Files folder, add the following registry entry with the new location.  Then, on a Clean Install of ProphetX, it will check for this registry, and if it exists, it will use this new location instead of the default.
3. Select the location of the My ProphetX Files to be in any folder on the Target PC or on a network drive. For example:  \\Drive_Letter\DTN\username\  
4. Create this registry key and string:
Registry Location: HKEY_CURRENT_USER\SOFTWARE\DTN\ProphetX\Directories
Registry Name: My ProphetX Files
Value: Drive Letter:\DTN\{WinUser}\My ProphetX Files 
Sample Registry Script:
Windows Registry Editor Version 5.00
[HKEY_CURRENT_USER\SOFTWARE\DTN]
[HKEY_CURRENT_USER\SOFTWARE\DTN\ProphetX\Directories]
"My ProphetX Files"="F:\\DTN\\{WinUser}\\My ProphetX Files"
5. NOTE: you must perform this step BEFORE executing the ProphetX MSI file.  Otherwise it will use the default location. 

[bookmark: _Toc509469325]Redirecting the location of the ProphetX executable folder (optional)
1. This step is for those environments that need to change (redirect) the default location of the ProphetX executable folder.  The default location is: “C:\Users\[user.name]\AppData\Local\Programs\DTN\ProphetX“
To redirect the install location of the ProphetX executable folder, you will add the 
2. InstallFolder=”path” as a command line parameter when executing the MSI. ProphetX will then install in the specified location instead of the default. Command line parameters are not case sensitive. 
- msiexec.exe /i ProphetX.msi /qn inst_prx=1 installfolder=”F:\DTN\ProphetX”
3. The recommend way to install to ‘Program Files (x86)’ is to use the ‘MSIINSTALLPERUSER=0’. This tells the installer to install as all users. In this mode, it will automatically install to ‘Program Files (x86)’. You do not need to specify ‘INSTALLFOLDER=’.
4. ‘INSTALLFOLDER=’ and ‘MSIINSTALLPERUSER=’ can be used together.  This will specify the type of installation – per user or all users, and the location of the install. Correct permissions are required or the install/uninstall may fail.

[bookmark: _Toc509469326]Redirecting the default location of the ProphetX Trader MSI application
1. This step is for redirecting the default location of the ProphetX Trader folder.  By default the Trader install folder is - “C:\Users\[user.name]\AppData\Local\Programs\DTN\ProphetX”
2. ProphetX Trader can be redirected to install in the same location as ProphetX executables. This is done by adding TargetDir=”path” as a command line parameter when executing the MSI. 
- msiexec.exe /i CQGTActiveX.Dtn.Installation-7.1.111.msi /qn TargetDir=”F:\DTN\ProphetX”
[bookmark: _Toc509469327]File Server Installation:
A single copy of ProphetX may be installed on a commonly accessible corporate file server.  When this is done, ProphetX can be started by creating a shortcut to the ProphetX executable and running the shortcut.  This will create the necessary folders on the user’s machine (in the user area) and copy the necessary files.
This type of install is done by installing to a PC and then copying the entire DTN\ProphetX folder to the network.  ProphetX cannot be directly installed on a fileserver.
The default for the client is to only allow one instance of the software to be running on the machine at a time. Therefore, this DWORD registry entry must be made for each user:
Registry Location: HKEY_CURRENT_USER\Software\DTN\ProphetX
Registry Name: SingleInstance
Value: 0
The default locations may be overridden by placing a PrxUser.UserConfig file in the same folder as the ProphetX executable. This file will provide default values for all new users.  These values are copied to the user’s machine on first install only. This allows individual users to override these values if needed and have these settings retained when ProphetX is upgraded.
The format of the PrxUser.UserConfig file is as follows:

Any value not specified in a node above uses the standard ProphetX default.
User’s file locations may be redirected to a network location. Common reasons to do this include providing for automatic backups or to allow users access to their working files from home through VPN.  Since multiple users might have this configuration, the {WinUser} token may be included in the path. When this is specified, the user’s Windows login name will be substituted for the path.


[bookmark: _Toc509469328]BaseDir 
This node specifies the root folder that contains the ProphetX application folders.  Typically there are three application folders used by ProphetX:  System, ProphetX, and Cache.  Cache is always created on the user’s machine. The other two contain a number of files (studies, configured servers, preferences, etc.). The BaseDir node allows an IT department to redirect where this path is created.
[bookmark: _Toc509469329]UserDir 
This node specifies where the user’s My ProphetX Files folder is located. Typically this is in the user’s “My Documents” folder but can be redirected.  It is possible to add the BaseDir path to this entry either explicitly or by using the {BaseDir} substitution token.
The example configuration above will create the following folder structure for a user that logs into Windows as Joe User:
· F:\DTN\Joe User\DTN\System
· F:\DTN\Joe User\ProphetX
· F:\DTN\Joe User\My ProphetX Files
[bookmark: _Toc509469330]InstallDir 
This node allows a site to redirect the source of the files that set up for a new user.  These are the files that populate the System, ProphetX, and My ProphetX Folders.
The example configuration above has this entry commented out. The default source folder is used.

[bookmark: _Toc509469332]New Install
When ProphetX detects a new install, it determines the folder default structure (either default or overridden), creates the necessary folders, and copies the hierarchies from the PrxUserInstall folder created during the previous phase. 
[bookmark: _Toc395016164][bookmark: _Toc509469333]Upgrade Install
If a user updates an existing installation with a newer version, ProphetX will scan through the PrxUserInstall folder and compare the contents with the files already installed. New files are immediately copied to the user folders. Any files that already exist in the user hierarchy have their file times tested. If the file in the PrxUserInstall folder is newer than the one in the user folder and the user’s file is still read-only (which is how files are installed), then the file is considered safe to replace. Any file that has become write-enabled is considered modified by the user and will not be overwritten.

[bookmark: _Toc509469334]Typical Installation
Typically, users will install with the ProphetX installer executable.  
For current users, it is highly recommended that any pre 3.16 version be manually uninstalled first, before installing a 4.x version.  Any current version of 3.16 and newer can be upgraded as usual without having to uninstall first.
During the initial installation, the user will be presented the option on which component(s) the user wishes to install. The options include
· ProphetX
· Order Execution (ProphetX Trader)
· ProphetX Excel Add-in
A user must select ProphetX if they intend to install ProphetX Trader.
For Prx Add-In to install, the PC must have a valid version of Excel already installed. Valid versions of Excel are 2007, 2010 32 or 64 bit, 2013 32 or 64 bit, 2016 32 or 64 bit and 365 32 or 64 bit.
A user can select only ProphetX Excel Add-In.  Doing this installs only a portion of the ProphetX system, along with the Prx Add-In.
Subsequent upgrades will use these initially selected options by default.
If multiple users share a machine and wish to share the same installation, ProphetX can be installed to the Program Files (x86)\DTN\ProphetX folder. This option is only available to users with admin rights. Each subsequent user only needs to create a shortcut to the executable.  The first time the user starts ProphetX, the necessary folders and files will be copied to their user area(s).



[bookmark: _Toc509469335]Conditional Pieces
ProphetX tries to correctly detect which version (if any) of Microsoft Excel in order to correctly install RTD modules. One of two RTD modules (PrxRTD32.dll or PrxRTD64.dll) must be installed, depending on whether the user has a 32 or 64 bit version of Excel.
[bookmark: _Toc509469336]Installer Contents
DTN MSI – “ProphetX.msi”, installs ProphetX and/or Prx Add-in files. This MSI can also be used standalone to do installs if other components aren’t needed. See Remote Push Installation for more details.
VSTO redist – “vstor_redist.exe”, installs only when Prx Add-in is selected and if not already installed.
Dot Net redist – installs only when Prx Add-in is selected and if not already installed. 
ProphetX 4.2.4 installs .Net4.5 - “NDP452-KB2901907-x86-x64-AllOS-ENU.exe”
CQG MSI – This installs the ProphetX Trader MSI. It will be downloaded from the DTN website during install if selected. 
ProphetX 4.2.4 installs -“ CQGTActiveX.Dtn.Installation-7.1.111”
[bookmark: _Toc509469337]Installer options
  /PrxStart    - Starts ProphetX after the installation
  /Progress   - No user interface, just display a progress bar
  /LogFile=    - Log install info to specified path\file. “/LogFile=C:\Inst.Log”
[bookmark: _Toc509469338]Installation with Standard User permissions
Upgrading from a pre-3.16 version to a 3.16 or later, it is highly recommended that any pre 3.16 version be manually uninstalled first, before installing a newer version. If not, there could exist two ProphetX’s on the system, both the pre 3.16 and the newer ProphetX. This is because Admin rights are required to remove pre 3.16 installs. This is not considered an error. The pre 3.16 version can be uninstalled later by an Admin without affecting the newer install. However it is still highly recommended that any pre 3.16 version be manually uninstalled first.
ProphetX Trader needs Admin rights to install and uninstall. If the installer is run under standard user rights, the old ProphetX Trader will not be removed and the new ProphetX Trader will not be installed. ProphetX Trader requires local registration.
By default, ProphetX installs on a per user basis for a single user and will install to the users directory: “C:\Users\[user.name]\AppData\Local\Programs\DTN\ProphetX”. Dll’s are not registered, but instead use a manifest embedded in the ProphetX.exe.  This allows ProphetX to install with standard user rights. It also allows ProphetX to auto update.

[bookmark: _Toc509469339]Installation with Admin permissions
Admin users with elevated UAC’s may be prompted to allow the installer to make changes to their system. It is recommended that any pre 3.16 version be manually uninstalled first, before installing a newer version.

[bookmark: _Toc509469340]PrxAdd-in Registration
PrxAdd-in is registered as part of running ProphetX the first time after an install. ProphetX must be run once before the Add-in will show in Excel. 
A forced registration of Prx Add-in can be accomplished at any time, by setting the following key in the registry and then running ProphetX again:
Path: HKEY_CURRENT_USER\Software\DTN
Key: PrxRefresh
Value: 1

When ProphetX starts it checks to see if a user is permissioned for Prx Add-in.  If the user is permissioned and the latest files are not located in their local base folder (parent of System and ProphetX), the files are copied and then registered. 
This process allows a user that is running ProphetX from a file server to have Prx Add-in copied and registered locally. Excel does not perform well if PrxAdd-in is registered on a remote device. 


[bookmark: _Toc509469341]ProphetX Automatic Updates
For Single User and Custom Install types, ProphetX Installer points to Prx.exe as the default desktop shortcut. This application is a stub program that checks for new versions of ProphetX. If a new version is found, the installer is downloaded and run.  The existing installed components (ProphetX, Prx Add-In and ProphetX Trader) are updated.
Prx.exe “Proxy aware.”  This means the download process attempts to automatically detect proxy server settings and self-configure.  This has only been tested at one customer site with one particular type of proxy configuration (IE). The code may or may not work with other proxy configurations.


[bookmark: _Toc509469342]Troubleshooting:  
[bookmark: _Toc509469343]ProphetX didn’t install
1. Prophet, by default, installs in - “C:\Users\[user.name]\AppData\Local\Programs\DTN\ProphetX“. 
Check this directory for the “ProphetX.exe” and all the “Prx*.dlls”.
2. If ProphetX was redirected during the install process, then check the redirected directory instead of the default location.
3. If both directories are empty or don’t exist, check for current install directory by looking in ‘Add/Remove Programs’ in the Windows Control Panel. Add the location column if needed.
[bookmark: _Toc509469344]PrxAdd-in doesn’t show in Excel
1. First check to make sure that the PrxAdd-in files were installed. The PrxAdd-in files should be found in the same directory as the ProphetX executable and it’s files. The file names to look for are “PrxAddIn.dll”, “PrxAddIn.dll.manifest” and “PrxAddIn.vsto”.
2. If  the files are not found, then:
a. Make sure a valid version of Office is installed on the machine.
i. Valid versions of Excel are 2007, 2010 32 or 64 bit, 2013 32 or 64 bit, 2016 32 or 64 bit and 365 32 or 64 bit.
b. Make sure you are looking in the directory where ProphetX is installed.
c. Reinstall 4.2 and make sure the ProphetX Excel Add-in component is checked.
3. If the files are found, then: Try registering PrxAdd-in with Excel.
a. Make sure you have run ProphetX once before you start Excel.
b. Delete the registry key - “HKEY_CURRENT_USER\Software\DTN\ProphetX\LastRunVersion”. Run ProphetX again. Then start Excel.
c. Check Excel Com Add-Ins dialog to see if ProphetX Excel Add-in has been disabled. It may need to have its install location marked as trusted.
[bookmark: _Toc509469345]Excel shows “#N/A” in cells
On occasion the RTD DLL does not properly register due to Microsoft® Office security.  If a user attempts to create an RTD link within Excel and the results of the link are “#N/A” then this may be the reason.  
1. Determine which version of Office is used (32bit or 64bit), the matching version of the RTD DLL needs to be registered. To verify the Office version, use the Valid Version of Office registry keys.
2. Once the bitness of Office has been determined, try re-registering the matching RTD DLL from a command window. The Rtd Dll’s can be found in the same directory as the ProphetX executable.
a. First unregister the DLL. Try unregistering both:
For Office 32 bit – “regsvr32 /u PrxRtd32.dll”
For Office 64 bit – “regsvr32 /u PrxRtd64.dll”
b. Then reregister the version of the DLL that matches Excel. Register only one, not both:
For Office 32 bit – “regsvr32 PrxRtd32.dll”
For Office 64 bit – “regsvr32 PrxRtd64.dll”

[bookmark: _Toc509469346]To Create a ProphetX.exe Install Logfile
1. Uninstall any current version of ProphetX from “Add/Remove programs” in windows control panel.
2. Run the ProphetX installer from a command window and add the logfile option:
“ProphetX-4.2.1.4.exe /LogFile=C:\[path]\[logfilename].log”
3. Follow your normal install routine.
4. When finished, this will create a main log file for the install in the specified directory. It will also create an MSI logfile for the ProphetX/Add-in components. This file “PrxMsiInst.log” is placed in the ProphetX executable directory. If the ProphetX Trader component is selected, the “OEMsiInst.log” will also be created in the ProphetX executable directory.
[bookmark: _Toc509469347]To Create a ProphetX.msi Install Logfile
1. Uninstall any current version of ProphetX from “Add/Remove programs” in windows control panel.
2. This msi can install both ProphetX (inst_prx) and/or Prx Add-in (inst_Addin) by specifying a ‘1=install’ or ‘0=no install’ for each component.
3. Run the ProphetX.msi installer from a command window and add the logfile option:
“msiexec.exe /i ProphetX.msi /qn inst_prx=1 inst_Addin=1 /lv* PrxMsiInst.log “
[bookmark: _Toc509469348]To Create a PROPHETX Trader Install Logfile
1. Uninstall any current version of PROPHETX Trader from “Add/Remove programs” in windows control panel.
2. Run the PROPHETX trader installer from a command window with the logfile option:
‘msiexec.exe /i CQGTActiveX.Dtn.Installation-7.00.307.msi /qn TargetDir="[install path]" /lv* OEMsiInst.log’
[bookmark: _Toc509469349]Determining Valid Versions of Office (registration)
Registry entries, specific to a valid version of Excel (2007, 2010 32 or 64 bit, 2013 32 or 64 bit, 2016 32 or 64 bit), are necessary for Prx Add-In to be correctly installed and accessible. The following registry entries can be used to determine the version and bitness of the installed office version.
· Office 2007:
Key = “HKEY_CURRENT_USER\Software\Microsoft\Office\12.0\Common\Licensing”
guid = “0638C49D-BB8B-4CD1-B191-052E8F325736”

· Office 2010 32 bit:
Key = “HKEY_CURRENT_USER\Software\Microsoft\Office\14.0\Common\Licensing”
guid = “538F6C89-2AD5-4006-8154-C6670774E980”

· Office 2010 64 bit:
Key = “HKEY_CURRENT_USER\Software\Microsoft\Office\14.0\Common\Licensing”
guid = “8B1BF0B4-A1CA-4656-AA46-D11C50BC55A4”

· Office 2013 32 bit:
Key = “HKEY_CURRENT_USER\Software\Microsoft\Office\15.0\Common\Licensing”
guid = “107E1A9A-03AE-4F2B-ACF7-0CC519E60E7B”
 
· Office 2013 64 bit:
Key = “HKEY_CURRENT_USER\Software\Microsoft\Office\15.0\Common\Licensing”
